THANK YOU for joining us for show number two of our 61  Season here at the
Titusville Playhouse.  After the incredible success of THE PRODUCERS on Broadway in
2001it was only natural that Mel Brooks would look to his previous hit films for another
Broadway transfer.   So, in April 2006 Mel Brooks brought to the table Thomas Meehan,

to work on the book, and Susan Stroman, who both brought THE PRODUCERS to the
stage, to now bring YOUNG FRANKENSTEIN, TO LIFE!!

Opening in November of 2007 at the Hilton Theatre, now the Lyric Theatre, Young
Frankenstein took Broadway by storm.  The show originally opened to mixed reviews,
yet it ran for two years, closing in 2009.  I saw the show in 2007 with the original cast

and the show, in my opinion, lost a lot of what is funny with Mel Brooks’ film - that dark
comedy that he is known for.  The Broadway production was slick, glossy, and had lost
all of its camp.  When describing the audience's reaction, Brooks said, "I love what they

do. The audience knows 'Young Frankenstein' the movie; they didn't know 'The
Producers.' They all neigh when anyone on stage says 'Frau Blucher.' And they can't

wait for the Blind Hermit. It's great to see the audience play ping-pong with the actors.”

After not receiving the reception that THE PRODUCERS had, in 2017 Mel Brooks
assembled the same team to re-mount the show in London’s West End where they
could experiment with the show and revamp it to the show you are seeing today.
YOUNG FRANKENSTEIN is now treated like the film - with fast paced banter and

tongue and cheek humor, all the while playing off the early monster films of the day.   

 I would like to say THANK YOU to Niko, along with the entire creative team they have
done an AMAZING job bringing this show TO LIFE!  The cast is extraordinary, as you
will soon experience, and hopefully agree with me. I feel so grateful that the actors

travel from all across the area to share their talents with us here at the Titusville
Playhouse.  The entire staff here at the Playhouse has gone above and beyond to make

your visit here an escape, if only for just a couple of hours, as we all visit the zany
characters of YOUNG FRANKENSTEIN!!
