I couldn’t be more excited to bring this incredible musical to our community as we
celebrate America’s 250th anniversary. It feels especially meaningful to share this
story at a time when our nation is reflecting on its beginnings and the people who

helped shape its future.

For those who may not be familiar with its history, 1776 first opened on Broadway on
March 16, 1969. With music and lyrics by Sherman Edwards and a book by Peter

Stone, the show became an unexpected hit, running for more than 1,200 performances
and earning the Tony Award for Best Musical. It was later adapted into the beloved

1972 film, introducing the story to an even wider audience.
 

The musical returned to Broadway in a celebrated revival in 1997 and was reimagined
again in 2022. Each revival has found new ways to explore the show's themes of

democracy, debate, compromise, and the ongoing pursuit of a more perfect union.

One of the greatest joys of this production has been working alongside this talented
cast, creative team, and crew. From the first rehearsal to opening night, it’s been

amazing to watch everyone’s passion and dedication bring this story to life. Theatre is
always a team effort, and this group has made the journey a truly special one.

What I love most about 1776 is that it reminds us that our Founding Fathers weren’t
marble statues or names in a history book—they were real people. They were

stubborn, passionate, imperfect, and often disagreed with one another. They argued.
They got frustrated. They stood their ground. But in the end, they found ways to listen,

compromise, and work together toward something bigger than themselves.

That’s what makes this story so powerful. It’s not just about the birth of a nation; it’s
about the messy, challenging, and sometimes frustrating process of people coming
together to accomplish something extraordinary. The lessons found in 1776 are just

as relevant today as they were 250 years ago.

Most importantly I want to thank you for all your support, trust and as always, the
sharing of your time. I am so honored to share 1776 with you, and I hope you leave

entertained, inspired, and perhaps with a renewed appreciation for the people—and the
compromises—that helped create our nation. It is always my hope that your time here
